In 2004 he obtained the Bachelor and Master of Music Degrees in Composition & Performing with all highest honours and the final grades “Magna cum Laude”and “Summa cum Laude” from the Tel-Aviv University Music School and Academy, studying composition with Profs. Joseph Dorfman and Ron Veidberg and piano with Profs. Emanuel Krasovsky and Arie Vardi.
